DECREE OF THE PRESIDENT OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION


Of April 4, 1992, no. 361





OF COMBATTING CORRUPTION IN SYSTEM OF CIVIL SERVICE





Corruption in the government and administrative agencies interferes with the constitutional rights and interests of citizens, disrupts the pillars of democracy and the legal order, discredits the activity of the state apparatus, distorts the principles of legality, and impedes the implementation of economic reforms. To intensify the fight against this dangerous phenomenon, and pending the passage of a Law on Civil Service in the Russian Federation, I hereby decree:





1. during 1992, heads of government administrative agencies in the Russian Federation shall carry out a certification of all civil servants by making maximum use of its potential in order to consolidate the state apparatus, streamline the work of selecting, training and allocating personnel, and to prevent corruption. 





2. Employees of the state apparatus shall be forbidden the following:





To engage in an entrepreneurial activity;


To render any assistance in carrying out entrepreneurial activity to natural and legal persons, not envisaged by the law, by using their official position and to get remuneration for such assistance, services or benefits; 


To perform any other paid work on pluralism terms (except for academic, teaching, or creative activity) and also to carry out entrepreneurial activity through intermediaries, as well as to act as an attorney of third parties in the matters of the state body he is in the service of;


To take part, either independently or through an agent, in the management of joint stock companies, limited partnerships or other business entities.





A breach of the above requirements shall result in the dismissal from the office or other liability under the laws in force.





3. Mandatory submission of a declaration on the income, personal and real estate, bank deposits and securities, as well as on liabilities of financial nature shall be binding upon civil servants when appointed to a supervisory position. Failure to disclose such information or deliberate declaration of incomplete, inaccurate information or misrepresentation shall be the ground to deny appointment to the position. 





4. The Russian Federation Government, within three months, shall: 


- Introduce, pursuant to the established procedure, proposals providing for guarantees of social protection for civil servants, including the creation of normal work conditions for them, social and domestic and medical services, as well as norms of compensatory payments commensurate with free market conditions (free economic relations) and with the regimen of civil service;


- Form an off-budget fund from the sales of valuables and items confiscated pursuant to relevant court decisions, or other seizures made under the law. Resources of the fund shall be allocated to the development of the logistical support and the social sphere of courts, agencies of the internal affairs, security and procuracy, the Russian Federation State Committee Anti-monopoly Policy and Support for New Economic Structures, and other agencies of state administration; 


- Submit to the Russian Federation Supreme Soviet proposals concerning the introduction of relevant amendments to and revisions of the laws in force in connection with the enactment of this Decree. 





5. Supervision over the enforcement of this Decree shall be vested with the Controlling Directorate of the Administration of the Russian Federation President. 





6. This Decree shall be forwarded to the Supreme Soviet of the Russian Federation for its approval in accordance with Paragraph 3 of the Resolution of the Congress of People's Deputies of the Russian Soviet Federated Socialist Republic of November 1, 1991 Of Legal Provision of Economic Reform.
